A two mile loop has been largely
completed and is marked. It passes along the highest hill of the farm’s hayfields before plunging into the woods
where it crosses a fributary of Toddy Brook and passes through mixed growth groves of trees. Skyline's woods,
trails, and fields are protected by a conservation easement held by the Royal River Conservation Trust since
2002. The property sits atop the aquifer that provides drinking water to Yarmouth and North Yarmouth.
